Explain what you liked and/or disliked, ask questions
about the story/characters, explain what you would have changed if you
were the author, and mention at least one thing you will always remember
about this novel and why. {*should be written in letter format)



Create a poster detailing the plot of your novel. Include descriptions of the
events in the exposition, rising action, climax, falling action, and resclution.
Write a statement of the main theme with quotes from the novel for
support. (Colorful, creative, detailed)

Use i-Movie or another video platform to create a book trailer advertising
your book so someone else will want to read it. Focus on the main
characters and pivotal events from the novel.

Write a poem or song lyrics that connect to your novel. Focus on the plot,
characters, and/or personal connections you have with the novel. {*30 lines
or longer)
